What would you do if you turned on the television and heard
that irrefutable facts have emerged proving that the bones of
ave been found?

guesuor, —wouratcchange your faith at all if the bones of Jesus were found?”

This might shock you, but it should change your faith. Because if in fact the bones
of Jesus were found, then hear this: your faith is worthless. In fact, this is what
Paul has said, “If Christ has not been raised, then your faith is useless.”* Why is
this so important? Because if there was no physical resurrection of Jesus, then he
was not the Son of God. And if Jesus is not the Son of God, he could not be the
Lamb of God, the perfect sacrifice who takes away the sin of the world. And if
Jesus did not take away the sin of the world then we are still dead in our sin and we
have no hope. Without the Resurrection there is no victory over death, there is no
victory over sin and we are lost, without hope. We are nothing more than walking
dead.

But in fact, Jesus Christ is the Son of God. Not was, IS. There is a physical human
being who is now sitting on the throne of Heaven. Jesus is both God and man, and
he paid for our sins once and for all. Through him we have forgiveness and
because he died in our place and resurrected, we have hope. Easter is the
celebration of the resurrection. We do not celebrate the resuscitation of Jesus. We
do not celebrate the reincarnation of Jesus. We do not celebrate a spiritual
ascension of Jesus. No. We celebrate the physical, bodily resurrection of our Lord
and Savior Jesus Christ. It is the Resurrection of Jesus that is what sets us apart
from every other faith.

Easter is the most important celebration in the life of the church, for in Easter we
declare that Jesus has triumphed over sin and death! In Easter we celebrate that
we have one who knows us and loves us, sitting on the throne of God in the highest
heaven. And he mediates for us now, each and every moment of each and every
day. Easter is the declaration that the Great God of the Universe loves us enough
to die for us, and is powerful enough to conquer sin and death. May you know this
great and wonderful God in your heart today, through the Son our Savior, Jesus,
who gave his life for us.
