Have you ever noticed this symbol in church? Several years ago one of
our members asked me the meaning behind this symbol. People often
mistakenly believe it to mean, “In His Service.” That's nice (and it's also
what I thought it meant at one time), but it's not correct. The monogram
is formed of the first three letters of the Greek word for "Jesus." A
horizontal line is added to the middle letter to form a cross.

Okay, so maybe you remembered that one. But do you remember what the
symbol on the right means? é

You may recall that several summers ago I decided to step away from the lectionary and
tackle your questions about our faith. We had some excellent submissions, from questions
such as, “"Where did God come from?” and “Is God only a spirit in our hearts?” to "What is
the anointing?” and “"What does it mean to sin against the Holy Spirit?”

Beginning in June you will find index cards in all the pew racks in church. You can write
down your questions and either place them in the offering plate or in a box that I will have
in the Narthex upstairs. These questions can be completely anonymous - you don’t have to
write down your name! No one will know it was you who didn’t know the answer to the
question, although I think we will find that if you are wondering about something - there
are many other people who are as well. One of the best ways to learn and to grow in our
faith is to ask questions. So please don’t ever hesitate to ask questions! You may ask
things about the United Methodist Church, what makes us different from other
denominations? ... Or perhaps you have a question of theology, how can I know for sure
that | ’'m going to heaven?

If I can answer the question briefly, I will do so during the announcement time in church.
Some of the questions I will address in future newsletters. If it's something that requires an
in-depth explanation, then I will address it on Sunday morning through a sermon. You may
even want to write down on the card a topic you'd like to hear covered in a sermon. If you

Instead of summer being a time to step away from education, let us make it a time of
growth and renewal in our faith by exploring the questions we have about the bible, our
religion and our denomination.
